Another finding was that many
colleges suggest forelgn lang-
uage study carried through four
years of high school.

Finally, Mr. Nilson advised
that & twoyesr community col-
lege often benefited some stu-
dents more than a fouryear
college would have, and that
they always presented the op-
portunity of transferring alter
two years. Such students might
strengthen their chances of sc-
ceptance in four-year schools by
participating in such a program.

“People,” says Larry Kra-
kauer, “don't know what they
were lalking aboul.”

After having heard him elab-
orale on this pronouncement
and done a bil of soul-search-
ing ourself, we have come to
the rather startling conclusion
that he is probably right and
so have decided to use the sci-
entific method in presenting
him to you. Every part of the
article you are now reading is
true, and may be casily sub-
stantiated by fact.

Larry, Harvard, M.LT. Cor-
nell (check one), class of '63,
is fairly certain that he will
make a profession of what is
now his strongest interest; sci-
ence. The branches of this field,
he feels, that offer the great-
est opportunity for creativity
are medicine and psychology,
(just as chemistry and physics
were once pioneer areas), but
he's “too lazy" to go inte them
and will, as likely as not, be-
come a mechanical engineer.
