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School's Four GI Teachers Talk Shop: Maestri Will Perform
Treatments And Topics Differ Greatly In N. Y. Music Festival

the Music Educators National conference, Eastern division,
and the New York State School Music Association at Buffalo,
on Saturday, January 24, 1959.

Greal Issues has been in exisl-
ence in Great Neck for maors
than five years. and s naim
as well as its organization cam

from a required senior course
al Dartmouth College
According to  Mr.  Kehrig,

head of the social studies de.
partment, it is a course which
demands decper reading, writ-
ing and particularly, decper
thinking into fundamental is-
sues,"™

Although ecach of the four
G. L teathers has his own ap-
proach to the course, each
covers four basic topies: the
nature of democratic sociely;
individual, minority, and major-
ity rights; an analysis of the
American  economy; and the
role of the United States in Lhe
world today. However, the
teachers are [ree Lo emphasize
whatever they want, and there
is no standardized (Test for this
course, > TR 5=

Mr. Kehrig oy

Al present, one of the class-
es, which is taught by Mr.
Kehrig, is studying Alexis de
Tocqueville's book, Democracy
in America, in an attempt to
see our democracy objectively,
from the viewpoint of an oul-
side observer. They are con-
cerned with the validity of his
observations both today and in
the 1830's, when he visited the
United States. Later in the
year, the class will study fore-
ign policy, economics, and civil
rights in America.

Mr. Kehrig defined education
as being “when the student
picks up and pursues a subject
on his own," or, in other words,
studying for the sake of learn-
ing, not simply studying to earn
good grades.

Purpose of Education

Mr. Price’s Great Issues class
began by an inquiry into the
purpose of education. They are
questioning the role of educa-
tion in a free sociely and in-
dividual education as a creative
function. Next they will study
American foreign policy in the
20th century, using only origin-
al manuseripls, governmental
declarations, speeches, and
selections, from books written
by individuals who took an ac-
tive part in shaping our coun-
try's destiny.

The class also plans to make
a study of immigration through
the novel; they will read such
books as The Emigrants, by
Wilhelm Moberg Rickshaw
Boy, by Lao Shaw and The
Jungle by Upton Sinclair,

A study of civil rights will fol-
low and the last unit will be

Mr Price hopes 1o show his
tudents that the problems we
face twday are not new, butl
that they are simply ramifica-
lions of the ethical and moral
strugeles that have gone on
throuwch the vears. One of his
major aimis 15 “to acquaint the
stitdents  with  materials and
methods of investigation of a
nore alvanced nature.™

Liberty vs. Security

When asked what he hoped
1 gecomplish in his Great 1s-
stes course, Mr. Durfee replied,
“I hope that as a result of the
course, the student will come to
see some of the values of in-
dependent  thought  and  the
need to preserve a degree of
individualism.” Mr. Durfee’s
students are discussing “the
paradox of the quest for liberty

and the quest for security,
-since in many ways the two.are.
mutually exclusive.”™

Thus, in this first area of
the course, Lthe social area, the
class is studying the problems
of individualism and conformity,
juvenile delinquency, discrimi-
nation and segregation.

Agan, in the political area,
Mr. Durfee said that, “instead
of being a question of confor-
mity and non-conformity, it is
a question of political and eivil
liberties versus officiency and
security.” His students will also
consider basic economic struc-
tures such as capilalism, social-
ism and the concepl of the wel-
fare state, and foreign policy,
concerned mainly in the gques-
tion of freedom and security on
the international level.

When asked why he chose this
particular subject, Mr. Durfee
replied, “I think that freedom
and security, in all their rami-

NS Guidance Clinic

Key Clubbers and Hi-Y'ers
received valuable experience in
doorbell ringing during their
recent door-to-door campaign
for the North Shore Child
Guidance Association.

The Associalion was formed
to provide psychiatric help for
families in this area (Great
Neck, Roslyn, Port Washington,
Manhasset, and East Williston).
One branch of the North Shore
Guidance Association is the
Child Guidance Clinic in Man-
hassel, where a trained stafl is
on hand to help the schoolage
child and his family.

Equally impar-
tant is the fact that books cost
uhout onefourth the price of
our hooks: a good paper-back
costs about thirty-five cents.

“Bachot™

The school system in France,
as well as in the other Euro.

monly referred o as “bac” or
“bachot™ is a final exam given
at the end of the equivalent of
high school. Although most
students  take the “bachot”
only thirty-five per cenl pass
the first time.
